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Abstract

Analysis of the Cause of Falls Based on the Severity and Need of Medical Treatment and Care

Ward 6D has the largest number of fall accidents in our hospital. Although various preventive measures were taken
during the year, the number of fall accidents did not decrease. This time, the cause of the fall was analyzed according
to the severity and need of medical treatment. Falls tended to occur on the days with a high score of necessity items
A, and with less time to care for the patients with a high score of items B. This was considered to be a cause of the

falls in this ward.
